Caring For China is pleased to announce the following job openings for foreign teachers in China at 

Shaanxi Normal University. 

Shaanxi Normal University, a comprehensive university located in Xi'an, China, is seeking foreign teachers 

to teach English Language classes (Speaking, Listening, Reading, and Writing), as well as foreign 

teachers to teach professional subjects (these professional subjects include Literature, Culture, Education, 

Business, Psychology, Tourism, and Political Science). At this time, they are especially looking for 

teachers who are qualified to teach Writing, Literature (British or American Literature), Culture (European 

Culture, etc.), Business, Education, Tourism, and Political Science. 

English Language Teachers should have at least a Bachelor's degree and at least two years' teaching 

experience.  Shaanxi Normal University would prefer that those teachers who teach professional subjects 

possess at least a Master's degree in their subject area. 

Benefits include the following: 

1. On-campus housing in the Foreign Teacher's Building on their North Campus (1 bedroom, 1 kitchen, 1 

dining room, 1 bathroom) with basic furniture provided. Teachers will have to buy their own bedsheets, 

pillows, etc. 

2. 11 months' salary based on qualifications as follows: 

Bachelor's Degree--Y4,000 RMB per month 

Master's Degree--Y4,800 RMB per month 

Ph.D. Degree--Y5,000 RMB per month 

* Salaries may be modified depending on other factors such as the teacher's educational background, 

experience, etc.  

* Those who teach professional subjects will be paid a higher salary than those who teach English 

Language classes. 

3. Winter Travel Allowance and Summer Travel allowance, each Y1,100 RMB (for a total of Y2,200 RMB 

each year). 

4. 1 Round-Trip air ticket or US $1,500 for those who teach a full year -OR- 1 One-Way air ticket or US 

$800 for those who teach only half a year. 

Most of the classes are located on the school's South Campus, so teachers should expect to ride the 

school's bus to and from their lessons. 

Teachers will teach 14 (50-minute) hours each week.
